2.3.2 — Students mentoring system available in the institution? Give details. (maximum 500 words)

As such we don’t have any fixed system of students mentoring in the university but in every department every
teacher takes extra responsibility to guide the students. Apart from the research scholars, even the students in
Master programs and graduate programs are equally welcome to approach their teachers any time and seek
their able guidance. There are different departments in the university which offer complete professional courses
like in management, engineering, tourism, journalism and computers etc. few to name where the placement cell
is actively functioning. Placement cell includes a bunch of students that work in great coordination with the
placement coordinator who is a faculty member with good networking in the concerned industry, to achieve best
results. The linkage with industry is mostly managed by the students and in this alumni also play a big role of
contribution. Since we don’t have any technology based mentoring system for the students which we target to
develop in coming years, every individual teacher has his own way to support the students. If you go through the
proceedings of IQAC meetings, seminars and workshop, special focus is always given on student mentoring.
Even after the individual departments there are other areas where students receive guidance right from the play
grounds to hostels and community works. The mentoring for the competitive examinations is also done in both
structural and informal ways, we have coaching cell for ST/SC candidates which can be considered a formal or
structural system of mentoring for competitive examinations. In various departments like MBA and tourism, the
past students or alumni take care of majority of passing out students expecting training and placement in the

industry.

On next phase,
we have allotted funds for all the departnments where smart class roons were
ei ther of older configurations or damaged or not installed. This was we have
connect ed al nost every classroom and every teacher cabin with best avail able
infrastructure to deliver classes online. Already the whole canpus was nade W -
Fi during this session so it gave us trenmendous advantage. On the third stage,
we devel oped cl ass wi se What sApp groups and majority of the departnents
organi zed orientation prograns including the parents too so they can al so
under stand the changed scenario. H nachal Pradesh is a state of faraway
villages so there were certain lintations too that initially we have faced. A
student at home is considered a student on holidays and he is expected to work
in the fields and get engaged in other household requirenents, so we decided to
invite parents for the orientation which turned into great benefit in com ng
days. On fourth stage, we requested the entire teaching faculty to convert
their conventional |ectures and notes into power point presentations. Mnistry
of Human Resource Devel opnent had al ready suggested the nanmes of online
pl atfornms which could be used for taking online classes and on the final stage
we nmoved to the prescribed online platfornms and converted our online node of
teaching into its nost post formand format. As per the guidelines, research
scholars were visiting their different departnents and the faculty nmenbers
conti nued guiding these research scholars in to their respective areas of
research. Because of pandenmic, field visits and interviews were avoi ded so
maxi mum enphasi s were given to understanding research nethodol ogy and |ibrary
wor k. There are sone undergraduate progranms too which university is running and
t hese research schol ars have supported the nmain faculty to teach online and
this sharing experience and information remai ned absolutely fruitful. During
the online classes, several departments have organi zed stress buster sessions
too in which students have perfornmed cultural prograns and other activities to
entertain each other. After few days it has been realized that students have
started waiting for the online classes to commence every day and now, we are
conducting a survey to understand how far online classes decreased the stress
and nonotony in individual student’s Iife. In the nonth of Novenber, we
successfully conpl eted exam nations and simultaneously in the sane nonth we




compl eted process of adm ssions for the new session and once again started
online classes with nore experiences and interest.

During this academnm c session H machal Pradesh University succeeded to turn
compl ete canmpus, residential colonies of teaching and non-teaching staff,
library and hostels into wi-fi enabled canmpus. Qur library is fully digitalized
now and our examination wing is also fully digitalized. W have renovated 11
students’ hostels out of total 16 hostels during this session. H nmachal Pradesh
Uni versity has perforned on nulti-dinmensional aspects of academ c areas, worked
on overall devel opnent of students, constructed infrastructure, provided funds
for equipnent to all the departments, renovated hostels, enhanced capacity of
l'ibrary, introduced technology in every day’'s working in admnistrative and
exam nation wings and worked to inprove facilities for differently abled
students. University has worked to develop its green area and in this process
thousands of trees have been planted, anple work has been done to keep the
canmpus and surroundi ng clean so several cleanliness drives were conducted. The
one area which we have picked up for the specific purpose is “increasing |ICT
net wor ki ng and getting best use of it for online teaching”. There are multiple
di sciplines and of fices which take care of ICT in the canpus like University
Institute of Information Technol ogy, Conputer Sciences departnent, Conputer
center, wi-fi center and web adnmin of the university website. In University
Institute of Information Technol ogy, we have started three different courses
during the academ c session in civil engineering, electrical engineering and
el ectronics communication. In the sane institute 20 new faculty nmenbers were
al so appoi nted which provided best of their support to conduct online classes
during the pandem c and which is still going on. It is pertinent to nmention
that this year University has provided 134 new desktops fitted with web caneras
to the faculty nmenbers who were left without [atest conputers with web caneras
so the standard and quality of online classes can be inproved. W have provided
funds for the departnents to install smart class room equi pnent where so ever
the smart cl assroom equi pment was of ol der version or unfit to function. Since
the entire university is made wi-fi enabled for the use of students, enployees
and teachers, so the maxi num use of ICT tools can be ensured during the
academic year. If we particularly talk about | QAC office, we have instructed
all the departnents to stop using any kind of paper-based conmmunication to our
office and for last nore than one-year entire format of N RF and AQAR of NAAC
is received on enmails and the queries are sent back to concerned departnents to
resol ve which they do online. In coning tines, we are planning to work of sone
sof twar e devel opnent to nake AQAR submi ssion nore effective and easier.
