REQUIREMENT OF AADHAAR NUMBER

» For Indian citizens and ordinary residents of India, Aadhaar Number is a requirement to fill up the online application of NEET-2017 in all States except
J&K, Assam and Meghalaya.

= For NRIs, Passport Number is the mandatory requirement for filling up of the online application of NEET-2017.

= For Foreign Nationals, Overseas Citizen of India (OCI's), Persons of Indian Origin (P10's), Passport Number is the mandatory requirement “or filling
up of the online application of NEET-2017.

« At the time of filling application form of NEET— 2017, the candidates will have to enter their AADHAAR number, name, date of birth & gender and
hereby give their consent fo CBSE to validate the information provided by them with the UIDAI's database. In case, these particulars do not match,
the candidate will not be able to fill the application form of NEET- 2017. Therefore, the candidates are advised to ensure that their AADHAAR card
has correct details of their name, date of birth & gender as per school records. If there is some mismatch in these details, the candidates should
immediately get it corrected in AADHAAR data or school records, as the case may be.
