(1) Addition (hereinafter referred to as the said

Faculty shall be added, namely:-

(ii) The admission to MBA (Rural
Development) shall be based on merit
as determined by the marks obtained
by candidates in their qualifying
examinations. However, if the number
of applicants is five times the number
of seats, the institute will conduct an
entrance examination, followed group
discussion and personal interview of
the candidate conducted by the
committee comprising external and
internal expert under the
chairmanship of Course Coordinator.
The entrance test will includes
general knowledge and mathematical
ability. A brief description and
knowledge on rural development
would be tested to find out whether
the candidate is interested to work in
rural areas. The entrance test is the




first screening stage followed by the
group discussion and interview.

(iv) Entrance test shall be open to all. It
will consist of 100 multiple-choice
questions of interdisciplinary nature
carrying half mark each. Weightage
will be given to the marks at
Matriculation,10+2 level and
Graduation, entrance test and
personal interview and group
discussion will be as follows:-

(&) Matriculations: 10% of the marks
obtained

(b) 10+2:10% of the marks obtained

(c) Graduation: 10% of the marks
obtained

(d) Entrance Test: marks obtained (out
of maximum of 50)

(e) Group Discussion:- marks obtained
(out of maximum of 10)

(f) Personal Interview:- marks obtained
(out of maximum of 10)

Total maximum marks 100.
Combined merit so formed will be the
basis of admission.

B. M.Sc. Environment Sciences

(i) Minimum qualifications for admission
to M.Sc Environment Degree under
10+2+3 pattern of education in
Sciences (Medical & Non-Medical,
Horticulture Agriculture, Forestry) with
any of the subjects, i.e. Microbiology,
Biochemistry, Biotechnology,
Genetics, Molecular Biology,
MBBS/B.V.Sc./B.Tech. OR its
equivalent from recognized Institute
or University with at least 50%(45% in
case of SC/ST) marks in aggregate.

(i) The maximum age limit for M.Sc.

Environmental Sciences is 26 years
for boys and 28 years for girl students
on 1% July of the year concerned. In
case of Scheduled Caste/Tribe, the
upper age limit will be raised by three
years (for boys and girls.):
Provided that the Vice-
Chancellor/President of the Institute
shall have the power to permit the
age relaxation for reason to be
recorded in writing up to a maximum
of six months.

(iii) The admission to M.Sc.
Environmental Sciences shall be
based on merit as determined by the
marks obtained by candidates in their
qualifying examinations. However, if
the number of applicants is five times,
the numbers of seats, the Institute will
conduct an entrance examination
followed by personal interview of the
candidate.

(iv) The entrance exam would test the
scientific aptitude of the students. A
brief knowledge of the subject would
be tested. The entrance test will
consist of 120 multiple-choice
question carrying half mark each.
Weightage will be given to the marks
at matric, 10+2 level and Graduation,
entrance test and personal and
interview will be as follows:-

(@) Matriculation: 10% of the marks

obtained

(b) 10+2: 10% of the marks obtained

(c) Graduation: 10%of the marks obtained

(d) Entrance Test: marks obtained (out of

maximum of 60)

(e) Personal interview: marks obtained

C. M.A. in Hindi Journalism and Mass
Communication - (Hindi Medium)

Institute/University with at least
50%(45% in case of SCs and STs

marks in aggregate).

Grace Marks: Maximum of 5 grace marks
may be allowed for the academic year in
theory paper only. However, these
maximum marks shall not be permitted in
one subject.

INTERNAL ASSESSMENT:

(I) There shall be internal assessment in
each subject for which separate marks
shall be reserved as under:

(a) Each theory paper 25%-30% marks
(For selected subjects).
(b) Each Practical 50% marks.
(i) if a candidate fails in any of the
subjects, he/she will be reassessed for
the same subjects for subsequent
examination and his/her score of
previous internal assessment will not be
carried forward except when their score
is less than 50%.

(i) The practical work done by each
student during the year shall be
recorded in practical record book which
must be attested by a Professor
Incharge of the subject concerned and
presented to the examiners at the time
of practical examination. In case of
absence of professor Incharge , a
Reader Incharge, a Lecturer Incharge or
a teacher Incharge may attest the
practical record book with the consent of
the Principal of the college.

(iv) Internal assessment in each subject
shall be allotted to the certified class
work and periodic class examination
both theory and practical. The internal
assessment shall be submitted to the
University at least two weeks before the
