C.DEVELOPMENT PLANS OF THE UNIVERSITY DURING THE XIIPLAN PERIOD:

1. The University is advised to prepare a comprehensive note on its future development plans to achieve the objectives of higher education as stipulated in the 12th Five Year Plan (FYP) document of the UGC :“Inclusive and Qualitative Expansion of Higher Education”. This document provides the present trends, prevailing issues and challenges, projected goals and some strategies proposed for the 12th FYP.
